#8 Five Year Plans 
We have already discussed the NEP (see BBC Bitesize website), for 5 year plans the film you just saw plus pp73-74 in text.  Ultimately, for 5 year plans, the plans worked (sort of, you’ll see what I mean). It came at a horrible price but Stalin knew USSR’s greatest weakness was a lack of Industrialization and through these plans he industrialized USSR.  He knew the only thing dependable they had was agriculture so he used this to its full effect, his collectivization and creation of collective or super farms owned by the government did 2 things, it fed workers and provided cash through exports to purchase much needed tools/equipment to develop infrastructure.  Things like education and equal status for women had the appearance of social reform but he knew these were essential to achieve the greater goals of industrialization. The question begs to be asked, did the ends justify the means? i.e. was his achievement of industrialization worth the hardships Russians endured to achieve this? So the term “successful” is relative here.
9)Methods Stalin Used to exercise control…

1. Fear and oppression, creates paranoia in citizens, live in constant state of terror, moles/spies everywhere

2. secret police

3. purges/show trials

4. gulags/prisons mainly in Siberia

5. executions of suspected enemies and the kulaks (dekulakization)

6. censorship of the press, no opposing views only praise for Stalin

7. one party rule

8. totalitarianism-total control especially under a dictator, appearance that every facet of life in USSR is controlled by Stalin 
9. Cult of personality, similar to previous point, managing his persona or appearance, present everywhere

10. Propaganda: communism right, all else wrong
