Compare and Contrast Nature of Warfare on Eastern and Western Fronts

Western Front 

-Both sides have a highly industrialized military

-War on Western front was static/little movement (stalemate)
-War was defensive in nature, it became a war of attrition and whoever could outlast the other side would emerge victorious, German expression, “bleed them white”
-Both sides (because of highly Indus.) suffered heavy casualties

-Rarely were there major victories for either side until near the end of the conflict in 1918
Eastern Front

-Very one-sided, Germany industrialized but Russians still using cavalry and 19th century weapons, farm tools in some cases and not all Russian soldiers even had weapons

-War was dynamic (moving) and offensive on the part of the Germans

-Losses on both sides but Russian losses were significantly higher

-There were major German victories at Tannenburg & Masurian Lakes

-Very poor leadership on the Russian side
